(a) Weighted Assessment 2 (WA2) from 22 April 2024 to 3 May 2024 

 
WA is part of continuous assessment of learning and will take place during time-tabled lesson time.

Students who are unwell and unable to take the WA must produce a medical certificate (MC) upon 
return from school.  There will be no re-sitting of the paper for students and the WA will be given as a 
practice assignment. 

 
(b) Assessment for Design & Technology (D&T) and Food and Consumer Education (FCE) 

 
D&T and FCE are Common Curriculum subjects that are coursework-based and will take a modular 
approach. Students in each class will be divided into two groups, with one group taking D&T and the 
other group taking FCE, for 15 weeks. A switchover in subjects taken by each group will happen in 
Term 2 Week 6. See table below for more information.
